Famous Last Words 

In 2015, 3,477 people were killed, 

and 391,000 were injured in 

motor vehicle crashes involving 

distracted drivers. 

TAKE THE PLEDGE  

The fight to end distracted driving 

starts with you. Make the 

commitment to drive phone-free 

today. 

Protect lives by never texting or 

talking on the phone while driving. 

Be a good passenger and speak out 

if the driver in my car is distracted. 

Encourage my friends and family to 

drive phone-free. 

 

Many States restrict cell phone use 

by drivers. As of March 2016, no 

State completely banned all forms of 

cell phone use by drivers. However, 

a ban on driving while talking on a 

handheld cell phone was in place in 

14 States (California, Connecticut, 

Delaware, Hawaii, Illinois, 

Maryland, Nevada, New Hampshire, 

New Jersey, New York, Oregon, 

Vermont, Washington, and West 

Virginia), the District of Columbia, 

Puerto Rico, Guam, and the Virgin 

Islands. All of these laws are 

primary enforcementðan officer 

may cite a driver for using a 

handheld cell phone without any 

other traffic offense taking place.  

Forty-six States, the District of 

Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, and 

the Virgin Islands ban text 

messaging for all drivers. In 41 

States, the District of Columbia, 

Guam, Puerto Rico, and the Virgin 

Islands texting laws are primary 

enforcement, and the other States 

have secondary enforcement of 

texting for drivers. Of the 4 States 

without all-driver texting bans, two 

prohibit text messaging by novice 

drivers and one restricts school bus 

drivers from texting.  

Key Facts: Distraction 

Drivers spend more than half their 

time focused on things other than 

driving. 

Distraction contributes to more than 

5,000 traffic fatalities each year. 

Know the facts. 

Texting and phone calls arenôt the 

only distractions.  Passengers, 

eating, and in-car technologies can 

also cause distractions. 

Distracting events include "latency".  

Texting while stopped at a traffic 

light can negatively affect full 

driving engagement once the light 

turns green for an average of 27 

seconds after you've stopped texting.
